Introduction

Noise and vibration are both important public health and infrastructural issues. The various sources of noise are dominated by transportation, industrial activities and leisure noise. These standards are very crucial in the face of the growing understanding of the human health and structural impacts which emanates from exposure to environmental noise and vibration. The standard provide robust public health advice underpinned by attested literature, which is essential to drive policy action that will protect communities from the adverse effects of noise and vibration. 
These standards are meant to provide recommendations for protection of human health from exposure to environmental noise and vibration originating from various sources which include transportation (road traffic and railway), construction, industry, leisure and mining.

NOISE 
1  Scope

This Zimbabwe Standard gives the minimum emissions of noise and vibration into the environment which are necessary to preserve and maintain public health and environment in Zimbabwe, focussing on the following sources and environments:

a) Sources or 

· Industrial facilities

· Mining facilities

· Vehicles/mobile equipment

· Hand tools/ entrepreneur machines

· Religious and entertainments facilities

b) Environments

· Sensitive areas

· Residential areas

· Commercial areas/zones

· Industrial areas /zones

· Mixed zones
Note 1. This standard does not deal with calculation procedures for noise and vibration levels.
Note 2. The noise and from agriculture equipment at farmlands is not covered by this standard.
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
